Professional membership and associations:

He has been a member of IPET since 1997. He was invited towards the end of 1997 to join the IPET council and has been a council member ever since. Currently he is serving a second term as IPET president.
Other membership and registrations: Registered Professional Technologist with ECSA and also member of the South African Institution of Civil Engineers.

Career:
He is currently director and shareholder in two companies, namely LSL Consulting and Tekpro Projects. These are companies specialising in bulk materials handling in the mining industry. He joined the companies as structural designer in March 1989 – specialising in structural steel design.

The work gradually evolved from structural design only to doing quality control at structural fabricators, site management, writing of contract documents (scope of work descriptions, specifications, bills of quantities), estimating, design management and project management. Time was spent on various sites supervising the foundation construction, structural steel erection, mechanical installation, electrical and control installation and assistance with commissioning of materials handling plant.

Prior to his current career he worked at Basil Read starting off as a trainee civil engineering technician, graduating as technician. At Basil Read experience was gained on various sites – mainly on the Mpumalanga highveld - in the installation of plant services (potable water, raw water, sewers, storm water), concrete works and road construction. His structural design career started in the basil Read drawing office where he became involved with the design and drawing of formwork and falsework systems for bridges, ammunition magazines, access scaffolds for bricklayers on large shopping centres and so forth.

Education:
He matriculated at Fakkel Hoërskool in Forest Hill in 1975.
He attempted a BSc Civil Engineering course at RAU in 1976 but was unsuccessful. After spending two years in National Service – one year at Infantry School in Oudtshoorn and one year in Walvisbay – he joined Basil Read and completed the National Higher Diploma (T4) at Technikon Witwatersrand in 1985.
He obtained a Master’s Diploma in Technology – Civil Engineering – in 1996 at Technikon Witwatersrand

Extra Mural Activities:
He competed very competitively in cycle racing since 1970 up till 1981 when he took a break from active sport. In 1974 he was awarded his Southern Transvaal provincial colours (Junior) for cycling. In 1990 he climbed back on his bicycle as a “fun-rider” and amongst others completed ten consecutive Cape Argus races as well as three Jock of the Bushveld tours in the Barberton-Nelspruit-Kaap Muiden area.

Statistics

Some interesting figures have emerged from a recent investigation by ECSA into the situation that pertains to Professional Engineering Technologists.

Since 1993 to 2004 3832 National Higher Diplomas were awarded.

From 1995 to 2004 4335 B Tech (Eng) were awarded.

That’s a total of 8147

Allowing for deaths, emigration and requests for termination of registration with ECSA the total reduces by 1352 to 6795.

Taking off the 857 registered candidate-engineering technologists and the 2851 already registered professional engineering technologists it leaves a pool of some 3087 qualified technologists who could still register with ECSA.

· To those of you who ask for duplicate IPET Invoices kindly note that SARS regulations only allow one original invoice to be generated. Subsequent invoices will therefore always be marked COPY.

· Please note and point out to your accounts department that IPET is not a registered VAT Vendor and thus cannot issue TAX Invoices.

· Also please point out that IPETs banking details are on the back of the invoice. The number of telephone calls and faxes we receive appears to show that many accounting people either cannot read or are to busy / lazy to read!

· All IPET Invoices / Statements are made out to the member and posted to the members postal address. If members require any variations to this they must advise us each year in writing.
· Our database cannot cope with two postal addresses. Whatever address is recorded is the one to which all mail including newsletters and accounts are sent.
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ECSA Rules on Discount for ECSA recognised Voluntary Association Membership.

Members who are registered with ECS kindly note the following (Especially newly registered and new IPET members).

· ECSA and IPET are two separate organisations.

· ECSA annual fee for 2007 became due on the 1st April 2007.

· IPET Members receive a discount on the annual ECSA fee of R1540, which reduces the ECSA fee to R940. This is a saving of R600!

· If the ECSA Invoice does not reflect this discount then you must advise them of your IPET membership. You may send them a copy of your IPET membership acceptance letter and do quote your membership number.



· If the above does not solve the problem kindly send us your query in writing and we will liase with ECSA about the problem.

· If you are a new IPET member and joined before 31 May 2007 you should get the discounted ECSA fee. If you joined IPET after the 31st May 2007 the discount will only be granted by ECSA in the following financial year (April 2008).

If your name does not appear here please check to see that you have paid IPET. The list should be up to end of May 2007. Please note that there is always approximately a 2 to 3 weeks overlap / delay in updating the list as bank statements are only received monthly.
