Note Concerning Engineering Council of South Africa (ECSA) Annual Fees and Discounts Offered to IPET Members.

ECSA’s annual accounts will probably be sent out to all registered persons in early April. These accounts should ideally reflect the concession / discount allowed to IPET members.

We are assured that ECSA’s accounts department will do its best to ensure that all of our IPET members are identified in its database and are granted the fees concession. This is however not guaranteed.

IPET has provided ECSA with a comprehensive list of all the IPET registered members who were in good standing last year.

If you experience any problems in this regard kindly address your enquiry to us at IPET in writing giving full details so we can try to assist in sorting it out with ECSA. Your first action should be to confirm that you actually paid IPET in 2006/ 2007!

The IPET fee for 2007/2008 is due in April, but IPET invoices for 2007/ 2008 are only going to be printed and posted in mid April 2007. This thus gives you a few extra weeks to organise finances!

IPETs financial year runs from April to March of the following year (The same as ECSA's).

We however realise that some payers are a bit slow so we base our information to ECSA on last years paid up members so that you do not lose your ECSA discount!

We have done our best to update our database but it some members have not returned the Information Update forms we sent out in December and again in January this year.

Important information on “Tax Invoices”. (PLEASE READ ALL OF THIS)!

We again have to draw attention to the following.

IPET is not a registered vendor for Value Added Tax (VAT). Thus it is not possible for IPET to issue a “Tax Invoice”. IPET can only issue an Invoice or Statement.. Our invoices clearly state that IPET is not a registered vendor for VAT (Value Added Tax).

Employers desire Tax Invoices because they can then reclaim the VAT. IPET’s annual turnover is below the threshold that the Tax authority lists and thus cannot register as a VAT vendor.

The entities often wanting “Tax Invoices” are often the larger companies who usually deal with vendors who are registered for VAT. It seems that some accounting clerks are not sure of how to handle (non Tax) Invoices submitted by members for payment. This is regrettable, seeing that the Government is encouraging micro businesses, many of which are also not registered VAT vendors.

We respectfully point out that the person is the member and not the employer (firm) and as such the onus is on the member to pay the IPET annual fee.

Any arrangements the member has with his employer are internal arrangements between the member and employer.IPET cannot assist if the member has problems with getting the employer to pay. Members have to sort out payment arrangements themselves!


We suggest that the member pays and claims the fee back from Petty Cash!

IPET is no longer prepared to go the route asked by members Companies of registering as a Vendor. This is because IPET is required to complete a Vendor form 10+  pages long requiring all sorts of information which is  not applicable to an Association. Forms are all different and are designed for individual Companies and CC's and not Associations! In reply we then receive another form, again, up to 10 pages long, to complete giving information for BEEE status. Again virtually all the information required does not apply to an Association. After all this has been dealt with, often after some 4 to 5 letters, phone calls and Faxes, the Companies still don't pay as the their VAT number is not printed on the Invoice (due to the fact that we don't have this information and it is seldom supplied by either the member or Company)!

Experience has shown that when all the above has been provided the circle of confusion starts all over again when the request is yet again received to provide a ""Tax Invoice!"" ( and not just an Invoice).   

We remind members (and employers) that by being a member of IPET you get a substantial discount on your yearly Engineering Council of South Africa (ECSA) fee. The concession granted is normally more than enough to pay for the IPET annual fee. As such you get ECSA and IPET membership for less than the normal price of the ECSA fee alone (as a non-IPET member).

 It pays to be an IPET member as the savings on the ECSA fee amounts to hundreds of Rands (R600 for Professionals in 2007).


All IPET Invoices / Statements are made out to the member and posted to the members postal address. If members require any variations to this they must advise us each year in writing.

Our database cannot cope with two postal addresses. Whatever address is recorded is the one to which all mail including newsletters and accounts are sent.

IPET Annual fees are due in April each year.
